be its temporal and spiritual leader, he set off again, this time for Morocco,
where he travelled to buy books. Oral tradition within the N'tishait sets
the date for this journey as between r830 and r835. While in Marrakech
he purchased or was given the 200 volumes which are discussed below
and which are the subject of one anecdote about the shaikh reported by
A~mad al-Shinqitl which emphasizes at the same time the Shaikh's gene­
rosity and his being above putting a price on the Word.

...and he went to Marrakech in the days of Miilay "Abd al-Ra~man

... and he used to search for books in Marrakech to buy them, and
when he wanted to seUle the priee he gave to the seller what he
asked in full, whatever it was (Il).

We do not know the extent of the Shaikh's own library prior to his
acquisition of these volumes, but the 200 books noted below probably
represented a major addition to'his collection, and his library may have
been one of the most comprehensive of its kind in Shinqit (12).

After returning to Shinqit Shaikh Sidiyya settled at his camps of Ta­
mersquid, Tendouja and Boutilimit where he gained a great reputation in
Mauritania as a jurist and a $ufï; by the time of his death in r868 his
fraction and tribe were the most-infiuential socio-economic grouping in
southern Mauritania and the Shaikh was one of the country's most effective
political leaders. To his camps were drawn students from the Fouta
Djallon and Fouta Toro as well as Kunta disciples who came from his
former master's camps and who addressed him as the « khalifa of Sidi
Mu1).ammad b. al-Mukhtar al-Kunti ». cUlamif in Mauritania today
acknowledge that in the nineteenth century only two figures held what
may be called a « proto-national » political and religious influence ­
Shaikh Ma' aVAynayn and, before him, Shaikh Sidiyya al-Kabir ('3).

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The Manuscript
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The manuscript in which the Shaikh's book purchases in Marrakech
élre itemized is 23 folios in length, written in his own hand. The first haH
of it (folios I-I4), which is reproduced below, consists of a listing of pur­
chases made from individual book sellers, zawiyas, mosques and dona­
tions from the ikhwiin. In several instances a particular individual is
repeated once or twice, with additional items being added each time, and
one has th~ impression that this part of the manuscript may have been a
running tally of books, written as they were purchased. Anyone who,
with limited funds, has visited a city in which several bookshops cater to
o:J.e's speciality will appreciate the image this suggests of the Shaikh's
hesitation over sorne volumes while he looked through the libraries of
other book vendors, and later returned to coUect the items that were passed
over the first time.

The second section of the manuscript (folios 15-23), which has not been
reproduced below, is a re-listing of the volumes, but according to branches
of Islamic studies, as defined by the Shaikh - tafs'ir (Qur'anic commen­
tary, induding cilm al-qirii'a, the science of Feading [the Qur'anJ), 27
books; /:J,adïth (Tradition), 5I volumes; Arabie language and grammar,
'..:5 books; taw/:J,ïd (theology), ta~awwuf (mysticism) and tibb (medicine),
20 works (most of which appear simply as ta~awwuf below) ; and 77
voh.~.mes in fiq h (law). Because of the repetition in this second section it
has not been noted below except where, occasionaUy, a title or author
happens to be mentioned which was omitted in the first section. In these
instances the additional information has been inserted in square brackets
[J ; the science under which volumes have been listed in the second
section has been induded in the notes.

The translation has been kept as close to the text as possible, although
sorne abbrevation has taken place to avoid repetitive statements and
running totals of the books. No effort has been made to locate the precise
number of 200 volumes which the Shaikh daims to list at the beginning of
the manuscript; items have generaUy been numbered according ta the
statement « in one volume» which usually concludes the entries. In fact,
only 170 items are listed here, but several of them have several parts
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(distinguished by letters, a), b), c), etc.) and if aH these parts were noted
separately there would he about 220 entries (14). To assist the reader in
identifying specifie authors, an index foHows the manuscript translation
and notes in which authors and author-subjects of the volumes have been
summarized. Most of the items have been identified through the use of
the following sources (listed here with the abbreviation used in the notes
below).

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One of the temptations with a book listing such as the one above is to
analyse the subject matter, authors, their countries of origin, the chronolo­
gical periods in which they wrote, etc. in hopes of better defining the
nature of influence which these purchases represented. However, conclu­
sions reached from such an exercise would have to be qualified by many
.considerations which, in turn, would largely cancel out whatever value the
analysis might have. For example, although the Shaikh ~resumably had
.a degree of choice in the items which he bought, we have no way of
knowing how large a selection of works was available to him and therefore
of judging the nature of the Marrakech book market on the basis of this
manuscript. The items here probably represent a compromise between
the works Sidiyya wished to buy and the books which wer~ available.
AIso, we do not know the size of his library in Mauritania at the time he
went to Marrakech, and sorne of the apparent lacunae in this list may have
been accounted for in his collection at home; as a result nothing definitive
can be said about the scholarship or training of the Shaikh on the basis of
this list alone. With this said, it would seem ~afe to suggest that he did
probably exercise a certain degree of discrimination in the purchase of the
books, and, from the items listed, one may suggest that his mission did
not only involve the collection of books for himself, but also the purchase
Df items for teaching purposes and for his students. This would explain
his purchase of such items as KhalH's Mukhta$ar and copies of the Qur'an
which were obviously available in West Africa, but probably not available
in large numbers. Of course he might also have been purchasing books
to sell later, in southern Mauritania, but there is no evidence that these
volumes changed hands ; indeed, most of them remain today with descen­
dents of the Shaikh.

It is interesting to note the number of purchases which were made in
mosques or zawiyas of mosques and which account for more than one­
quarter of the total items; these particular books were bought largely at
the zawiya of the Mosque of Ibn Yüsuf, a major centre of learning, (35
Items) and the zawiya of Sim Ibn aVAbbas (20 items). Deverdun notes
ihat the libraries at these two mosques were, with that of the Mosque of
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Mouassine and the Royal collection, among the four largest libraries in
Marrakech (1). Whether, in fact, the books were actually purchased in
the zawiya or, as is the custom, at the entrance of the zawiya after Friday
prayers (when book vendors usually bring out their wares) cannot be
known, but the suggestion in this account, that zawiyas might have sold
books which had been copied by their students, deserves consideration.

Among the 120 books purchased outside the zawiyas and mosques,
ninety··nine of these were sold to Sidiyya by four individuals: °Abd al­
Liqzïz [al-oAzïfj (28), Mülay al-Ghal (28), al-I:Iajj al-Tabac (23) and Sïdï
cAbd al-Ral).man al-I:Iaïl).aï (or al-Jayl).amï) (20). The remaining twenty­
one works were purchased from four other booksellers and less than ten
items were bought from each individual; the small numbers involved in
these latter purchases suggests that these book vendors might not have
been part of the commercial book trade, but nùmerous other factors ­
their stocks, prices, etc. ~ might also account for the Shaikh's purchase
of only a few works from each of them. One of these, Sharif Mülay al­
cArabï al-Darqawï, from whom nine items were bought, would appear to
be a descendent of the eighteenth century figure, Mülay al-"Arabï b. Al).mad
al-Darqawï from whom the Darqawiyya offshoot of the Shadhiliyya tarïqa
takes its name (2).

Marrakech had, sincethe mid-sixteenth century, been a centre for the
purchase of books (3), although we are less weIl informed about the manus­
cript industry there than in Fes where Leo Africanus reported thirty
bookshops to be flourishing in the sixteenth century. According to
Le Tourneau that number had been reduced to ten bookshops by 1900 (4).
Aside from mosque and royal library collections and those of a small
handful of individuals, personallibraries there were generally made up of
several dozen books and rarely more than one hundred items (5) ; Shaikh

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'Sidiyya's purchase of 200 volumes in Marrakech c1early represented a
very considerable investment of capital- and placed him among the few
individuals in Marrakech while he was there with libraries of this size.

These were, of course, aIl manuscripts ; lithograph printing was intro­
duced in Fes only in the second haH of the nineteenth century under Sultan
Sidi Mul;tammad b. "Abd Ral;tman, and the first printed book in Sidiyya's
library was not received until r278/r86r, a dictionary bearing the imprint
.of 1262/1846. The selling of books in sections was not unusual in the
Moroccan book trade ; Clenard commented on this practic@l'f:: the sixteenth
century (6) and there would appear to be nothing out of the ordinary in
the Shaikh's purchase of about haH of his 200 items in sections or pieces
'Of large works.

The significance of this collection for our knowledge of Islamic scholar-
•

ship during the early nineteenth century is obvious. Two comparable
listings are available of libraries or works studied by West African
'"ulamâ' ; one is the account of works studied and written by Al;tmad Baba
al-Tinbüktï C) and the other concerns the early education of °Uthman dan
Fodio (8). From the duplication. of works in these two and the present
listing emerge patterns which should help in ·an assessment of classical
Islamic education in West Africa .. For such a project the listing here will
be a unique contribution in that it summarizes what appears to be an
important cross-section of works available to advanced students in the
Islamic sciences in Mauritania, whereas in the other two similar listings,
we have only accounts of books actually studied. The general concentra­
tion of Maghribi and Andalusian authors in the works purchased by
Shaikh Sidiyyaisfurther evidence for the North African-Spanish influence
in the Islamicsciences in West Africa which has been noted in Nigeria (9).
Likewise, the concentration of authors in the post-classical period, e.g.,
the seventh to eleventh centuries A.H., r~flects the findings of Hiskett in
his study of eighteenth century education in northern Nigeria. In the
present listing only nineteen of the IOg authors who have been identified

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in the text lived in or prior to the sixth century A.H., and roughly three­
quarters of them lived between the eighth, and eleventh centuries A.H.

What is particularly revealing about this list, in terms of West African
scholarship, is that with the exception of t",o or three items, aIl of the
works noted by Delphin as composing the basic education for a student
at the University of Fes are included in this listing, which suggests that
the level of study and resources for scholarship which were open to the
culamii' in this part of West Africa were the same as those in Fes (10). It is
interesting to n'S'~e that while works on Moroccan CamaI appear above, this
particular interpretation in the study of jiq h was not employed by Shaikh
Sidiyya himself, nor was it used widely, to mJ:' knowledge, in West Africa
during the nineteenth century. The implication from this, clearly, is that
the mere presence of texts does not mean that they were employed in legal
writing, but on the basis of the Shaikh's writings and iliiziit and writings
of other West African Islamic scholars there is no reason to doubt that
their training and libraries were comparable to the best education and
collections in Morocco during the nineteenth century.

In summary, this listing of works purchas~d by and given to Shaikh
Sidiyya serves as a useful check-list of standard ~xts in the Islamic sciences
which were available to culamii' in West Africa. Although definitive state­
ments based on this text about the nineteenth century book market in
Morocco or the study of Islamic sciences in We~t Africa vlould be prema­
ture, it does offer insights into the nature of th~ book selling business in
Marrakech as weIl as the texts which were mad~ available, as a result of,
Shaikh Sidiyya's visit to Marrakech, to fuqahii';in one resion of the sou-
thern Sahara and West Africa, as weIl as the books which one scholar
from that area thought to be advantageous to have at hand. Hopefully
this document will encourage other students of Islam in Africa to take up
analyses of classical Islamic education in West Africa and the influence
of particular texts or schoolsof thought common to Maghribi and Sudani
studies in the interpretation and praetice of Islam in West Africa.

M. Ponsich à qui on doit déjà plusieurs travaux excellents sur le Maroc
-antique vient de nous donner un ouvrage de premier ordre sur le passé
de hi. ville de Tanger, passé qu'il connaît bien pour avoir été plusieurs
années inspecteur des Antiquités du Maroc septentrional. Il a ainsi pu
prospecter soigneusement la région, y mener des fouilles, et c'est le résul­
tat de ses travaux qu'il nous donne aujourd'hui.

Il commence par une description géographique du pays: côte dange­
reuse, abri médiocre pour les navigateurs, mais plage et acropole, ce qui
-est très bon pour les Anciens, mer poissonneUse, oueds et lagunes, terrains
cle pâture et zone cultivable - je serais sur ce point moins enthousiaste
que lui - grottes et cavernes où l'homme a pu trouver autrefois des refu­
ges.

L'homme a fait là son apparition de bonne heure : dès l'époque paléo­
lithique aux périodes acheuléenne et atérienne. Pas de mésolithique : il
semble que les atériens aient fait de la région un centre de résistance contre
des envahisseurs africains venus de l'est. Le néolithique se manifeste et
par l'outillage en pierre polie et par la céramique proche parente de celle
que l'on retrouve en Espagne : ces populations seraient donc d'origine
ibérique?

L'âge de bronze est bien représenté dans cette région; elle a subi par
immigration ou simple contact, l'influence de la brillante civilisation espa­
gnole de cette époque: elle se manifeste par des dolmens, des nécropoles
à caisson, des hallebardes en bronze, de la céramique. Le problème des
rapports des populations habitant les deux rives du détroit est loin d'ail­
leurs d'être encore résolu. Pas de squelette qui permette de rattacher ces
hommes à quelque famille connue. Mais ce sont déjà des sédentaires, agri­
..culteurs et éleveurs, chasseurs et pêcheurs.
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Les Phéniciens ont dû venir de bonne heure. La nécropole du cap·
Spartel fouillée par le regretté P. Koehler, celles de Djebila, de Dar Ahiro
ont fourni des bijoux caractéristiques et des œufs d'autruche, mais elles
ne contiennent pas de tombes semblables à celles de Phénicie ; ce sont des
caissons funéraires sous tumulus. La Typologie des vases est bien étudiée:
clle permet de remonter à la fin du VIII· s. av. J.-c. et de descendre jus-:
qu'au début du v· s.

Puis nous passerons à ce que M. Ponsich appelle l'époque punico-mau­
rétanienne. L'influence sémitique est affaiblie à cause des guerres malheu­
reuses subies pl...:ryr en Orient. C'est peut-être à ce moment que les Grecs
ont commencé à connaître ces régions voisines du détroit, où ils ont placé
certaines légendes du cycle d'Héraklès, comme l'épisode d'Antée, bien
que celui de Calypso dans l'Odyssée remonte certainement plus haut. Mais
Carthage prend vite la relève et ferme hermétiquement le détroit aux Grecs
comme en témoigne Pindare. Sur le plateau du Marshan on a retrouvé des
tombes à caisson, à inhumation toujours, des « auges sépulcrales» fermées
par des dalles s'engageant dans une feuillure, des bijoux, des amulettes,
des figures de terre cuite comme à Carthage, de la céramique rouge et des
amphores puniques comme à Mogador et à Cadix. Je serais peut-être
moins enthousiaste que M. Ponsich sur l'œuvre des Phéniciens et des Car­
thaginois qui auraient (( civilisé» Tanger, et lui auraient donné la (( forme
de cité». Elle resta une simple escale, où des navigateurs venaient acheter
et vendre, à la différence de Cadix, Lixus et Utique.

Tanger fut très probablement une station du fameux voyage d'Han­
non, que l'on place au v· s. M. Ponsich, suivant M. Rousseau, en fait la
Thymiaterion du Périple. J'en suis moins sûr: car Hécatée de Milet qui
vivait au début du VI· s. av. J.-c. connaît déjà une Tiggis, ville de Libye,
qui ne peut guère avoir été que notre Tanger.

C'est alors que le Maroc va s'unifier en partie tout au moins sous des
rois, dès le milieu du lII e s. av. J .-C. Mais Tanger à l'époque deSertorius,
au début du 1er S. paraît avoir constitué une principauté indépendante, et
gardé ensuite une certaine autonomie. La ville a dû frapper monnaie com­
me celles de la côte : Lixus, Semes et les villes d'Espagne. M. Ponsich
nous donne seulement l'image de la plus ancienne monnaie de Tanger. Son
port devait être déjà important et tout autour de la ville on trouve des
vestiges d'une activité économique considérable : usines à salaison de
poissons, fabrique de garum (M. P. a étudié la question de ce condiment
dans un autre ouvrage), débris d'amphores et de vases puniques au profil
caractéristique. L'annexion de l'Espagne par Rome après la II" guerre
punique a certainement intensifié le commerce avec la péninsule, ce qui
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est prouvé par le grand nombre de monnaies espagnoles trouvées au hasard'
des travaux de voirie ou de construction et aussi avec l'Italie: les collec­
tions Michaux-Bellaire et Rouland-Maréchal contiennent des deniers d'ar­
gent de la République romaine à la fin du n" s. av. J .-C. La céramique
campanienne a fait aussi son apparition.

C'est à cette période que M. Ponsich rattache les règnes des rois proté­
gés de Rome: Juba II et Ptolémée. J'y ferai une objection: lors de la
guerre d'Actium, Tanger reçoit d'Octavien le statut de municipe de droit
romain, ce qui prouve que la ville était fortement latinÜsée. L'empereur
Claude en fera une colonie: nous ne savons si elle reçut'i:!ês vétérans pour
lenforcer l'élément romain.

En 41 ap. J .-C. commence la période vraiment romaine: la Mauré­
tanie. arrière-pays de Tanger étant alors province. C'est alors que Tanger
arrivera à son apogée. Elle a eu, grâce à sa position assez excentrique, la
chance d'échapper à la guerre d'Aedemone, plus heureuse que Tamuda
qui fut alors détruite et que Lixus partiellement incendiée. On ne peut
malheureusement faire de fouilles dans la ville qui n'a jamais changé de
place. Du moins connaît-on ses limites, entre la nécropole du Marshan et
celle du Bou Rach-Rach. Elle devait coiffer assez largement l'enceinte
portugaise. M. Ponsich nous donne une bonne description des tombes.
Nous connaissons l'emplacement du Decu.:œ.anus Maximus; c'est celui de
la rue des Siaghines ; il devait aboutir d'un côté à la mer, de l'autre au
grand Sokko, vers la campagne. Le Forum se serait trouvé sous la Banque
d'Etat; sous le Crédit Foncier on a retrouvé des débris de fûts de colonne
et de chapiteaux; sur le Marshan les restes d'une basilique malheureuse­
ment arasée; il Y a encore à la kasbah des colonnes avec leurs chapiteaux
corinthiens. C'est le hasard des travaux d'excavation qui permettra de
retrouver d'autres vestiges, comme ce fut le cas pour de petites sections
-d'égout.

La région de Tanger était alors fort peuplée : comme le prouvent les
vestiges d'amphores. de lampes, de céramique commune, de sigillée gallo­
romaine ou hispanique, les monnaies. Ce sont des vestiges d'établissements
ctgricoles et sur la côte de fabriques de salaisons de poissons et de garum,
peut-être de pêcheries de murex, d'huileries, des fours à briques, des ther­
mes, des tombeaux, l'établissement portuaire du Kass, un petit sanctuaire,
enfin des habitations particulières ; tout cela soigneusement décrit. De
Tanger rayonnent de nombreux chemins antiques qui l'unissent étroite­
ment à la campagne. M. Ponsich aurait peut-être pu insister sur le départ
de la 'grande route signalée par l'Itinéraire d'Antonin, artère importante
qui soude Tanger à l'intérieur de la province.
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Les préoccupations artistiques n'étaient pas étrangères à cette popula­
tian; il a relevé des restes de peinture, de décor architectonique ; la mo­
saïque d'Orphée trouvée près de l'église espagnole; il signale la belle statue
de dame trouvée au Grand Sokko, d'un réalisme si savoureux.

Bref une impression de richesse. Je me demande alors pourquoi
M. Ponsich est dans sa conclusion si sévère pour l'œuvre de Rome, qu'il
semble ne voir qu'à travers les Verrines de Cicéron. Nous ne sommes pas
du tout certains que Tanger ne l( vivait qu'au travers de Rome», « sous la
coupe de Romr,)~, qu'elle avait « perdu son originalité propre ». Elle était
colonie, jouiss~itd'une large autonomie, elle avait ses duumvirs dont
certains sont connus par des inscriptions. Elle fut peut-être capitale de
la province sous Claude. Pourquoi dire que la population de la région
« travaillait sous les ordres d'une bourgeoisie obligée de se mettre à un
travail mercantile pour subsister parce qu'elle a été mise à l'écart des
fonctions publiques », ce qui est faux puisqu' ell~ accédait aux charges
municipales? Pourquoi n'aurait-elle pas accédé à l'ordre équestre comme
à Volubilis? mais les inscriptions manquent, la ville ne pouvant être fouil­
lée. Pourquoi parler « d'une hostilité permanente et plus ou moins latente
de la part des indigènes », ce qui expliquerait l'obligation où fut le gou­
vernement romain « de caserner toujours des troupes en Tingitane ? ))
dire que le pays était toujours en état de semi-révolte ? C'est une lourde
erreur. Rome n'eut jamais à combattre que les montagnards de l'Atlas et
du Rif ; elle entretenait d'excellentes relations avec les tribus des Ma­
caenitês, des Baquates, des Zegrenses et le corps d'occupation romaine
pour le triangle Tanger, Taza, Chellah resta d'une faiblesse étonnante.

C'est à la fin du Ille siècle ap. J.-C. que la domination de Rome est
ébranlée en Maurétanie Tingitane, mais elle reste ferme à Tanger et sa
région. Toutefois elle se transforme. On construit des forteresses car il
faut protéger les fermes contre les incursions des montagnards du Rif. Il
y eut pourtant des périodes paisibles: c'est ainsi que le camp de Gandari,
à l'est de la ville, fut transformé en thermes sous Constantin. Il y a tou­
jours des briqueteries bien datées du IVe s. par les monnaies qui y furent
découvertes, de la céramique estampée ou incisée suivant la mode de
l'époqu.e. L'activité économique dans la région suit le rythme de celle de
:'Empire, intense surtout pendant les longues périodes de paix sous Cons­
tantin et Constance II.

Tanger reste le port d'entrée et de sortie de la Maurétanie Tingitane
océanique vers la Méditerranée, domaine alors de la civilisation et de la
·ichesse.
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Le christianisme a dû se manifester dès le milieu du m" s., venu de .
Carthage et de Rome. Mais où M..Ponsich a-t-il trouvé que les églises
chrétiennes avaient été absorbées par la communauté juive ? Nous con­
naissons le martyr de Cassien, il y a aussi des tombes et des lampes chré­
tiennes et nous ne connaissons pas les juifs tangérois de l'époque, mais
ceux du Moyen-Age.

Nous ne savons comment disparut le pouvoir impérial romain : les
Vandales passèrent-ils par Tanger? nous l'ignorons et les Wisigoths d'Es­
pagne ne semblent pas s'y être installés. Il a sans doute disparu avec
l'Empire lui-même après la déposition de Romulus AV,;J.stulus (476) et
la mort de Julius Népos (48o). Les rapports commerciaux avec l'Orient
persistent, si on en croit les monnaies byzantines trouvées à Tanger.

M. Ponsich dans ses conclusions essaie de juger l'œuvre de Rome
c'est peut-être la partie la moins solide de son œuvre; on sent qu'il est
dans un domaine qui n'est pas le sien. Il s'y contredit parfois: il parle
de la dévastation de la forêt de cèdres et de thuyas, or Rome n'en est pas
la cause ! Elle aurait voulu tirer du pays le maximum : ce qui est inexact
sous cette forme, car sous l'Empire, les empereurs veillaient à ce que les
provinces soient bien administrées, mais il a raison de dire qu'il y eut
('Ollaboration profitable aux deux parties.

En résumé c'est un travail excellent, qui fait honneur à son auteur, au
Maroc et à Tanger. L'illustration est abondante, parfaite, et éclaire bien
le texte. La bibliographie est suffisante. J'y ai regretté l'absence de :
R. Roget, Le Maroc chez les Auteurs anciens (Les Belles Lettres, 1924)
et de von Augustin, Erinnerungen aus Marokko 1830, (Vienne 1931) qui
donne des dessins des ruines romaines de Gandori où des arcades entières
.existaient encore lors de son passage.

Il faut féliciter aussi le C.N.R.S. qui a permis une impression aussi
parfaite de ce livre.

_Dans la série des ril).las qui voient peu à peu le jour, il faut peut-être
faire une place à part à la relation de voyage d'Al Abdari. Rappelons,
à l'intention de ceux qui l'ignorent encore, qu'il s'agit d'un genre où la
littérature marocaine s'est beaucoup illustrée. Avec Al Idrissi, Abdari,
Ibn Rochayd!jlbn Battouta, Ayyachi, Naciri, Zayani, Ibn Othman etc.,
nous avons qù~ues-uns des noms les plus connus de cette littérature.

La RilJla d'Al Abdari que publie, aujourd'hui, Mohammed El Fasi;_
dans une édition critique, facilement utilisable, grâce à ses divers index,
était attendue aussi bien par les lettrés du Maroc que par tous ceux
qui, à l'étranger, s'intéressent au patrimoine culturel marocain resté en­
core inédit et qui représente une masse considérable d'œuvres de toutes
qualités. L'auteur ayant vécu à la première époque de la dynastie méri­
nide, on était en droit d'attendre dans sa ril).la quelques détails intéres­
sants sur cette période de l'histoire marocaine qui a besoin d'être éclaircie
sur bien des points. Malheureusement, le lecteur sera vite déçu de ce
côté-là, car l'auteur ne semble point du tout s'intéresser à l'histoire de
son pays et se montre très pressé d'en sortir, au moment du départ, très
pressé de rejoindre sa province natale des Haha, au moment du retour.
A l'itinéraire entre Haha et Tlemcen, situé entièrement en territoire ma­
rocain, il consacre à peine quelques pages où les renseignements histori­
ques et même sociologiques sont presque totalement absents. Pourtant
il s'agit d'une route qui traverse le Maroc de l'ouest à l'est, sillonnant
des territoires aussi divers que le Dir, le Haut-Atlas, le Sous, le Dra, le
Tafilalet, les Hauts-Plateaux de l'Oriental.

Est-on mieux servi sur l'histoire des autres pays visités par Abdari ?
Cela varie suivant les villes et, peut-être aussi, suivant l'humeur de l'au­
teur. Dans les pages consacrées à Tlemcen, à Bougie, à Bône et à Beja,
celui-ci vante les monuments, les édifices religieux mais n'hésite pas,
dans son style souvent imagé, à critiquer les habitants, dénonçant leurs
mœurs, attirant l'attention sur leur décadence intellectuelle. A peine quel­
ques lettrés échappent, selon lui, à une condamnation générale et sans
appel.

A Tunis, par contre, l'auteur est plein d'enthousiasme. Il vante les
mérites de cette ville avec beaucoup de verve. Il se laisse aller à son lyris­
me et voit tout en rose. Le contraste est saisissant, à tous égards, entre
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les deux chapitres et l'on se demande dans quelle mesure les impressions .
de Abdari coïncident avec la vérité historique. Qu'on en juge avec ces
deux brèves citations. La première concerne Tlemcen dont l'auteur dit:

« En somme, cette ville, présente un beau paysage ct de nombreuses
curiosités. Ses perspectives ~ont larges, ses monuments sont élevés. Mais
ce sont des habitations sans habitants, des maisons sans maîtres, des édi­
fices auxquels personne ne porte plus soin... Si le visiteur étranger y de­
mande l'hospitalité, il n'y rencontre que misère. L'hôte qui y séjourne
ne manque pas d'y revêtir le manteau de la mort. Quant à la science,
sa trace s'est effacée dans le pays ... )) ,"

La seconde citation a trait à Tunis, dont l'auteur dit, notamment :

« Nous sommes arrivés à Tunis, destination de tous les espoirs, objec­
tif de tous les éclairs, halte des voyageurs venus d'occidl(nt et d'orient,
lieu de rencontre du .cavalier et du marin... Vous n'y cherchez point une
curiosité de la science sans la rencontrer, ni un objet précieux qui vous
manque sans l'obtenir. .. ))

A travers ces deux brèves citations, le tempérament de l'homme appa­
raît, confirmant encore une fois la fameuse boutade de Buffon. Dans la
plupart des pages de sa ri1:).la, Abdari nous apparaît comme une nature
passionnée, exigeante, difficile à satisfaire. A l'exception de Tunis, des
lieux saints, toutes les autres villes et contrées sont l'objet de sa part de
la critique la plus sévère et la plus ironique. Mais il ne faut pas se hâter
de condamner notre auteur à cause de cela. Il faut peut-être essayer de
le comprendre.

M. El Fasi, dont l'effort pour l'édition du texte mérite tous les éloges,
a pris sa défense contre certains de ses critiques et, notamment, contre
Ibn Abd Es-Salam El-Naciri, lui aussi auteur d'une importante ri1:).la, et
Hosseïne Mounis, directeur de l'Institut des études arabes à Madrid. Tout
en reconnaissant la valeur de Abdari, ses mérites de savant musulman et
de fin lettré, ces deux auteurs ne cachent pas leur étonnement devant la
condamnation, systématique qu'il n'hésite pas à prononcer à l'encontre
de la plupart des lieux visités par lui. Les pages consacrées à l'Egypte
et, tout particulièrement, au Caire sont très caractéristiques.

M. El Fasi explique cette attitude tout simplement par le fait que
l'auteur est sincère, franc et n'hésite pas à dire la vérité sans ménagement,
quand l'occasion se présente. Autrement dit, il rappelle un peu par ce
côté le Misanthrope de Molière. Il est certain qu'à l'époque les auteurs
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exerçaient sur eux-mêmes une censure parfois très sévère avant de publier
leurs œuvres, ce qui les poussait parfois à une certaine hypocrisie ou,
dans le meilleur des cas, au silence. Abdari sort du nombre. Tout en
dirigeant sa verve contre l'Egypte et la société égyptienne, il n'éprouve
aucune gêne à dire tout le bien qu'il pense de certains savants égyptiens
qu'il a fréquentés et qu'il considère comme ses maîtres. En bref, nous
sommes en présence d'un homme libre d'esprit, de caractère entier, étant
bien entendu que la liberté implique ici bonne foi.

Mais le problème est alors de savoir si cette bonne foi est assez clair­
voyante pour 'h~ir l'histoire et la vérité tout court. En d'autres termes,
l'auteur était-il qualifié pour porter témoignage sur les pays qu'il a visités
et sur leurs différentes sociétés ?

Je m'empresse de dire qu'à part les renseignements concernant cer­
tains savants, l'historien ne trouvera pas une matière importante à puiser
dans la ril;la. L'auteur est, en effet, loin d'être un observateur réaliste
ou un peintre naturaliste qui nous fait visiter, dans le détail, les villes,
en nous emmenant tantôt dans les mosquées, tantôt sur les places publi­
ques, les marchés, tantôt vers les monuments et en nous décrivant la
5'ociété dans ses différentes couches et sous ses divers aspects. Non, il se
contente, la plupart du temps, d'impressions générales, de jugements som­
maires, ce qui laisse l'historien sur sa faim.

Mais cela ne signifie point qu'il faut dénier à l'opinion de l'auteur toute
espèce de sérieux. Bien au contraire, il me semble que son attitude d'en­
semble mérite un examen approfondi. En somme ce qu'on lui reproche
c'est ce ton de dénigrement continuel, cette insatisfaction générale, qui
contrastent avec ce que l'on voit chez tant d'autres auteurs. Mais à la
réflexion, je pense que Abdari mérite tous les éloges parce qu'il est conduit,
véritablement en bon esprit critique, et non point en témoin bien complai­
sant.

Tout compte fait, je crois qu'il avait bien raison quand on considère
l'époque où il a vécu et la situation historique des pays qu'il a visités.
Il a entrepris son pèlerinage en l'an 688/I289. Or, le simple rappel d'une
telle date est très significatif, sur le plan de l'histoire du monde musulman
qui était en train de consommer pleinement sa décadence. Trente-trois ans
plus tôt Bagdad subissait la plus grande tragédie de son histoire, avec
l'arrivée des Mongols qui se lançaient, partout, et souvent de manière
irrésistible, à la destruction des grandes métropoles de l'Islam et à l'assaut
de tout l'Orient arabe. Au Maghreb, après la grande unité almohade,
après les victoires militaires, les réalisations importantes de la dynastie
masmoudienne, c'est la division, la discorde, l'affaiblissement général.



En Espagne, c'est le recul continuel de l'Etat musulman et le développe­
ment du programme de la Reconquista. Je ne parle pas des conséquences
économiques, sociales et culturelles d'une telle situation. Abdari ne pou­
vait donc pas dire beaucoup de bien des pays visités, alors que le tableau
qu'il avait devant lui, représentait, le plus souvent, la régression et la
décadence. Ce qu'on peut lui reprocher c'est qu'il n'a pas exprimé ses
impressions en termes d'historien, attentif aux détails, aux arguments et
aux documents, mais plutôt en homme déçu qui explose en sarcasmes.
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Mais je crois que le mérite de l'œuvre ne réside pas ta't dans sa qua­
lité de document historique que dans celle de travaillittétaire. A cet égard,
la ri~la est digne de toutes les attentions et il faut souhaiter que l'un de
nos jeunes chercheurs en matière de littérature marocaine lui consacre
le temps et l'effort dont elle est digne.

Tout d'abord, il faut souligner que ce texte, considéré dans l'ensemble
des autres écrits marocains, a de la personnalité, du caractère. Derrière
les lignes, on voit l'auteur tantôt bouillonner de ses passions, tantôt expri­
mer sa déception par une grimace, tantôt jeter un regard de dédain sur
ce qui l'entoure, tantôt retrouver le masque de l'homme pieux qui écoute
avec beaucoup de déférence des maîtres plus âgés que lui. Sa langue est
des plus sûres. C'est un styliste qui choisit ses mots, qui construit ses
phrases avec beaucoup de soin et beaucoup' d'art. On sent qu'il s'est mis
à l'école des grands maîtres de la prose arabe, surtout de ceux q'Ui croient
aux vertus de la réthorique tels Hamadani, Hariri, Ibn I:Iaqan ete.

D'un ton souvent ironique, ses récits, ses descriptions rappellent quel­
quefois le grand historien andalou Abou Merwan ibn Hayyan qui faisait
trembler les grands de son siècle, comme le ferait n'importe quel brillant
journaliste de notre époque. En somme, cette rilfla vaut à la fois sur le
plan symbolique et sur le plan réel, parce qu'elle est une grande satire
dirigée contre la décadence du monde musulman. La personnalité d'Ab­
dari se détache parmi celles d'autres lettrés marocains, parce qu'elle expri­
me un homme libre, indépendant d'esprit, un homme, aussi, profondé­
ment affecté par la décadence des siens.

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Mohamed Al Tahir El Fasi. - Al Rily,la Al Ibrizya. Texte arabe établi,
annoté et présenté par Mohammed El Fasi.

Voici de nouveau une ri1:J.la marocaine qui était inconnue du public
il y a quelque temps et que M. Mohammed El Fasi a pu sauver de
l'oubli en en donnant aujourd'hui une édition critique. C'est la troisième
dans la série générale des rilflas dont il a entrepris la publication et la
deuxième danS" la série diplomatique.

.......,
La première, nous la connaissons bien maintenant, c'était Al Iksir

d'Ibn Othman Al Miknassi, secrétaire de Sidi Mohamed Ben Abdallah,
qui, en marge de sa mission d'ambassadeur en Espagne au XVIIIe siècle,
a pu noter quelques observations d'ordre général sur la société, la civili­
sation espagnoles à son époque. A travers ses commentaires, ses surpri­
ses; l'auteur nous présente le modèle. de l'intellectuel marocain, style très
traditionnaliste face à la civilisation moderne qui se développait en Europe
et qui, à la faveur d'une véritable accélération de l'histoire allait de pro­
grès en progrès dans tous les domaines. En un sens, le livre d'Ibn Oth­
man est un miroir antique qui reflète, à sa manière, les temps modernes.

La Rily,la Ibrizya de Mohamed Al Tahir Al Fasi est un peu du même
genre. A vrai dire, il s'agit d'un petit texte qui dépasse, à peine, les qua­
rante pages et qui n'a rien à voir avec le volume assez copieux d'Al Iksir.
Ce sont des impressions d'un secrétaire d'ambassade improvisé qui s'est
vu projeter, au milieu du siècle dernier, d'un Maroc encore médiéval vers
la société fortement évoluée et industrialisée de Londres. Pour lui, le
dépaysement est à son comble. C'est comme s'il se rendait d'une planète
à une autre et c'est avec les yeux d'un Candide qu'il découvre la civilisa­
tion moderne telle qu'elle déploie ses fastes à Londres. Ainsi, tout est
nouveau pour lui, tout est matière à explication, à commentaire.

Sur le plan de l'histoire proprement dite, cette rilfla, comme tant d'au­
tres, nous déçoit. Elle ne nous donne aucun renseignement utile sur l'objet
de cette ambassade vraiment extraordinaire, ni sur le déroulement des
entretiens entre les deux parties. L'auteur ne nous parle pas davantage
de ses compagnons de voyage, ni. en bien, ni en mal. C'est comme s'ils
n'existaient pas. Donc, aucun portrait, aucun récit circonstancié sur le
séjour des membres de l'ambassade marocaine à Londres. Pourquoi tant
de discrétion chez les auteurs de rilfla de ce genre ? Pourquoi tant de mu­
tisme sur leur mission et sur la délégation dont ils faisaient partie ? Je
pose la question sans y répondre, parce que cela demande, aussi, une
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véritable recherche. Tout ce que nous pouvons constater, poude moment,
c'est que ces auteurs ne conçoivent pas leur ri1:lla comme un rapport rédigé,
en premier lieu, dans l'intention d'éclairer leur souverain et, d'une ma­
nière générale, leurs supérieurs hiérarchiques et, en deuxième lieu, com­
me un document historique dont se serviront, plus tard, les chercheurs.
Renonçant à ce rôle délicat, ils préfèrent parler de choses moins enga­
geantes .en décrivant les merveilles du pays visité et en se livrant à quel­
ques commentaires plus ou moins prudes sur la société et les mœurs
locales.

Pourtant la date de cette ri1:lla se place à une époqup.. -,ù les relations
-anglo-marocaines connaissaient un développement intéressant, par suite
des aventures guerrières que le Maroc venait de courir, à son corps défen­
dant, tout d'abord avec la France, ensuite avec l'Espagne, et qui avaient
fortement affecté le pays, sur les plans matériel et moral.

Cependant, la RilJla Al Ibrizya nous est utile de maItière indirecte,
en nous apportant, par le fait même de son existence, un élément d'infor­
mation nouveau concernant l'histoire diplomatique marocaine. Comme l'a
signalé M. El Fasi, cette ambassade envoyée auprès de la reine Victoria,
conduite par les amine El Haj Abderrahmane Al Aji et Mohamed Chami,
avec, comme secrétaire, Mohamed Tahar El Fasi, auteur de notre ri1:lla,
n'a pas été du tout mentionnée par les chrpniqueurs et historiens maro­
-cains. Pourtant, elle est partie le même jour qu'une autre ambassade,
envoyée auprès de Napoléon III, le 4 juin 1860. Ibn Zidane a bien parlé
de cette dernière dans sa chronique (t. 2, p. 33), mais de la première il
n'a rien dit.

Grâce à la ri1:lla que publie, aujourd'hui, M. El Fasi, nous avons un
témoignage de poids sur l'existence d'une telle ambassade. Mais c'est un
témoignage qui crée un problème et, en même temps, un devoir pour
l'historien : celui de percer davantage le mystère de cette ambassade en
un moment où le Maroc avait bien besoin du soutien de la Grande­
Bretagne dans ses démêlés avec l'Espagne.
